A Private and public institutions in Texas invest
$772 million in historic preservation projects.

A Every dollar from federal and state incentive programs triggers $4 - $5 of
private sector investment, spurring $1.78 billion in private-sector
rehabilitations, and creating 35,000 in-state jobs and more than $2.4
billion in Texas gross domestic product (GDP).

Since 1981, participating cities in the Texas Main Street program have
made an average annual contribution of $310 million to the state GDP.

Since 2000, the Texas Historic Courthouse Preservation Program has
created 9,600 jobs and added $651 million in state GDP.

! History of Preservation

The Antiquities Act of 1906, officially An Act for the
Preservation of American Antiquities (16 USC 431-433)

It resulted from concerns about protecting mostly prehistoric
Indian ruins and artifacts on federal lands in the West.
Plundering of artifacts from these lands by private collectors

0 known as "pot hunters," had become a serious problem
by the end of the 19th century.

The Act was intended to allow the President
to set aside certain valuable public natural

areas as park and conservation land, and/or
accept private lands for that purpose. These

It declared for the first time "...that it is a national policy to
preserve for public use historic sites, buildings, and objects
of national significance..." Thus it is the first assertion of
historic preservation as a government duty, which was only
hinted at in the 1906 Antiquities Act.

Ranks as the first city to pass an
ordinance which created a historic
commission and district, based on the
new concern about the country's e e
historical and architectural heritage.
