Resolution No. 2019-2-1(R): In support of the Cotton Belt Regional Veloweb Trail and the 

2019 Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program with the North Central Texas Council of 

Governments and the Texas Department of Transportation; designating the Director of Parks and 

Recreation as the City's representative; and providing an effective date.  

 

Resolution No. 2019-2-2(R): To order a Special Election to be held on May 4, 2019, for the 

purpose of authorizing general obligation bonds; making provisions for the conduct of the 

election and other provisions incident and related to the purpose of this Resolution.  

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-3: To order an Election to be held on May 4, 2019, for the purpose of 

electing four (4) Members of Council, Place No. 1 (District 1), Place No. 3 (District 3), Place 

No. 5 and Place No. 7 to the City Council to hold office for a period of four years; designating 

locations of polling places; ordering notices of election to be given as prescribed by law in 

connection with such election; and providing an effective date.  

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-4: To amend Section 12-102, Prohibited on certain streets on school 

days during certain hours, of Article V, Stopping, Standing and Parking, Chapter 12, Motor 

Vehicles and Traffic, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano, Texas to extend the 

existing parking restriction on a certain section of Janet Way and to revise the effective times of 

the parking restriction, within the city limits of the City of Plano; and providing a penalty clause, 

a repealer clause, a severability clause, a savings clause, a publication clause, and an effective 

date. 

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-5 (Zoning Case 2018-026):  To amend the Comprehensive Zoning 

Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2015-5-2, as heretofore amended, granting Specific Use 

Permit No. 96 for Recreational Vehicle Sales and Service on 1.1 acres of land located at the 

southeast corner of E Avenue and 16th Street in the City of Plano, Collin County, Texas, 

presently zoned Corridor Commercial; directing a change accordingly in the official zoning map 

of the City; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings clause, a severability 

clause, a publication clause, and an effective date 

 

Resolution No. 2019-2-6(R): To urge the Texas Legislature to enact meaningful school finance 

reform during its ongoing 86th Legislative Session and to make doing so a priority of the 

ongoing 86th Legislative Session; and providing an effective date. 

 

Resolution No. 2019-2-7(R): To declare official intent to reimburse certain expenditures made 

prior to the issuance of tax-exempt obligations, and providing an effective date. 

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-8:  to provide certain Heritage Resources within the City ad valorem tax 

relief as allowed by the Heritage Tax Exemption Program Ordinance, providing a severability 

clause and an effective date. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-9 (Zoning Case 2018-031):  To amend the Comprehensive Zoning 

Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2015-5-2, as heretofore amended, to expand Specific Use 

Permit No. 483 on 11.6 acres of land located on the west side of the Dallas North Tollway, 1,150 

feet north of Plano Parkway in the City of Plano, Collin County, Texas, presently zoned Planned 

Development-220-Regional Commercial; directing a change accordingly in the official zoning 

map of the City; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings clause, a severability 

clause, a publication clause, and an effective date.  

 

Ordinance No. 2019-2-10 (Zoning Case 2018-033):  To amend Section 8.200 (Terms Defined) 

of Article 8 (Definitions), Sections 14.100 (Residential Districts Use Table), 14.200 

(Nonresidential Districts Use Table), and 14.300 (Use Table Notes) of Article 14 (Allowed Uses 

and Use Classifications), Article 15 (Use-specific Regulations), and Section 16.700 (Off-Street 

Parking Schedule) of Article 16 (Parking and Loading), and related sections of the 

Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, Ordinance No. 2015-5-2, of the City, as heretofore amended, 

pertaining to Backyard Cottages; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings 

clause, a severability clause, a publication clause, and an effective date. 



A Resolution of the City of Plano, Texas, in support of the Cotton Belt Regional 
Veloweb Trail and the 2019 Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program with the 
North Central Texas Council of Governments and the Texas Department of 
Transportation; designating the Director of Parks and Recreation as the City's 
representative; and providing an effective date. 

WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Council, comprised primarily of local elected 
officials, is the regional transportation policy board associated with the North Central 
Texas Council of Governments and the regional forum for cooperative decisions on 
transportation; and 

WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Council will award funding on June 13, 2019 
for active transportation projects through the Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside 
Program; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Plano intends to submit a transportation alternatives project 
application to the North Central Texas Council of Governments prior to the March 1, 2019 
deadline; and 

WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Council requires the submittal of a 
Resolution as part of the Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program application 
submission; and 

WHEREAS, the Cotton Belt Regional Veloweb Trail project is a facility for active 
transportation that makes non-motorized transport, safe, convenient and appealing within 
the City of Plano; and 

WHEREAS, the Cotton Belt Regional Veloweb Trail project will accomplish the 
intention of the City of Plano to implement the Bicycle Transportation Plan and Six Cities 
Trail Plan. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PLANO, TEXAS, THAT: 

Section I.  The City of Plano supports the Cotton Belt Regional Veloweb Trail as 
applied for in the 2019 Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program application. 

Section II.  The City of Plano will apply for funding through the North Central Texas 
Council of Governments and the Texas Department of Transportation to make the 
necessary improvements. 

Section III.  The City of Plano confirms that if the project is selected for funding, an 
agreement will be brought to council for review, and if approved will be executed within 
one year of selection and the project will advance to construction within three years from 
the date of selection. 

RESOLUTION NO. 2019-2-1(R)
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A Resolution of the City of Plano, Texas, ordering a bond election to be held in the City of 
Plano, Texas, making provisions for the conduct of the election and resolving other 
matters incident and related to such election. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas (the “City”)  hereby finds that an 
election should be held to determine whether said governing body shall be authorized to issue 
bonds of said City in the amounts and for the purposes hereinafter identified; now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLANO, TEXAS: 

SECTION I: An election shall be held on the 4th day of May, 2019, in the City of Plano, 
Texas, which date is not less than seventy-eight (78) nor more than ninety (90) days from the 
date of the adoption hereof and is a uniform election date pursuant to Texas Election Code, 
Section 41.001, for the purpose of submitting the following measures: 

“SHALL the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas, be authorized to 
issue general obligation bonds of the City in the principal amount of $18,750,000 
for permanent public improvements and public purposes, to wit: developing, 
engineering, constructing, reconstructing, improving, repairing, extending, 
expanding and enhancing streets, thoroughfares, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, 
intersections, screening walls and other public ways, including participation in 
joint projects with federal, state and local public entities and agencies, 
computerized signalization and monitoring equipment and other traffic controls, 
grade separations, street lighting, noise abatements, necessary and related 
storm drainage facilities and improvements, and the acquisition of any needed 
land and rights-of-way therefor; such bonds to mature serially or otherwise over a 
period not to exceed FORTY (40) years from their date, to be issued and sold in 
one or more series at any price or prices and to bear interest at any rate or rates 
(fixed, floating, variable or otherwise) as shall be determined within the discretion 
of the City Council at the time of issuance or sale of the bonds; and whether ad 
valorem taxes shall be levied upon all taxable property in the City sufficient to 
pay the annual interest and provide a sinking fund to pay the bonds at maturity?” 

“SHALL the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas, be authorized to 
issue general obligation bonds of the City in the principal amount of $17,890,000 
for permanent public improvements and public purposes, to wit:  renovating, 
constructing, developing, improving, expanding, furnishing, equipping and 
acquiring any needed land and rights-of-way for park and recreational facilities; 
such bonds to mature serially or otherwise over a period not to exceed FORTY 
(40) years from their date, to be issued and sold in one or more series at any
price or prices and to bear interest at any rate or rates (fixed, floating, variable or
otherwise) as shall be determined within the discretion of the City Council at the
time of issuance or sale of the bonds; and whether ad valorem taxes shall be
levied upon all taxable property in the City sufficient to pay the annual interest
and provide a sinking fund to pay the bonds at maturity?”
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“Shall the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas, be authorized to issue 
general obligation bonds of the City in the principal amount of $8,025,000 for 
permanent public improvements and public purposes, to wit:  renovating, 
improving, repairing, rehabilitating and equipping existing City facilities; such 
bonds to mature serially or otherwise over a period not to exceed FORTY (40) 
years from their date, to be issued and sold in one or more series at any price or 
prices and to bear interest at any rate or rates (fixed, floating, variable or 
otherwise) as shall be determined within the discretion of the City Council at the 
time of issuance or sale of the bonds; and whether ad valorem taxes shall be 
levied upon all taxable property in the City sufficient to pay the annual interest 
and provide a sinking fund to pay the bonds at maturity?” 

SECTION II: In accordance with the provisions of an election services contract with the 
Collin County Elections Administrator (the "Collin County Contract") for that portion of the City 
located in Collin County and an election services contract to be entered into with the Denton 
County Elections Administrator (the "Denton County Contract") for that portion of the City 
located in Denton County, the election shall be conducted by the Collin County Elections 
Administrator and the Denton County Elections Administrator, respectively, in accordance with 
the provisions of the respective election services contracts (collectively, the “Contracts”). 

SECTION III: (a) With respect to that portion of the City located in Collin County, 
early voting for this election shall be conducted April 22, 2019 through April 30, 2019.  The 
Collin County Elections Administration, 2010 Redbud Boulevard, Suite 102, McKinney, Texas 
75069, is hereby designated the main early voting polling place, and Bruce Sherbet, Collin 
County Elections Administrator, is hereby appointed early voting clerk and shall appoint and 
designate deputy clerks for early voting in accordance with the Collin County Contract.  Early 
voting for that portion of the City located in Collin County will also be conducted at the locations 
shown in Exhibit A and all other locations as designated by the Collin County Elections 
Administrator, in accordance with the Collin County Contract.  For more information regarding 
the City early voting locations within Collin County, please contact the Collin County Elections 
Department at (800) 687-8546 or www.collincountytx.gov/elections. 

For purposes of processing ballots cast in early voting, the election officers for the early 
voting ballot board for this election shall be appointed and designated in accordance with the 
provisions of the Collin County Contract. 

(b) With respect to that portion of the City located in Denton County, early voting for 
this election shall be conducted April 22, 2019 through April 30, 2019.  The Denton County 
Elections Administration, Administrative Complex – Elections Building, 701 Kimberly Drive, 
Suite A101, Denton, Texas 76208, is hereby designated the main early voting polling place, and 
Frank Phillips, Denton County Elections Administrator, is hereby appointed early voting clerk 
and shall appoint and designate deputy clerks for early voting in accordance with the Denton 
County Contract.  Early voting for that portion of the City located in Denton County will also be 
conducted at the locations shown in Exhibit A and all other locations as designated by the 
Denton County Elections Administrator, in accordance with the Denton County Contract.  For 
more information regarding the City early voting locations within Denton County, please contact 
the Denton County Elections Department at (940) 349-3200 or 
www.elections.dentoncounty.com. 
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For purposes of processing ballots cast in early voting, the election officers for the early 
voting ballot board for this election shall be appointed and designated in accordance with the 
provisions of the Denton County Contract. 

SECTION IV: (a)  Election day voting for that portion of the City located in Collin County 
will also be conducted at the locations shown in Exhibit B and all other locations as designated 
by the Collin County Elections Administrator, in accordance with the Collin County Contract.  
The election officers and maximum number of clerks for each voting place shall be determined 
and appointed in accordance with the Collin County Contract. 

(b) Election day voting for that portion of the City located in Denton County shall be 
conducted at the locations and the polling places designated for each election precinct as 
shown in Exhibit B and all other locations as designated by the Denton County Elections 
Administrator, in accordance with the Denton County Contract.  The election officers and 
maximum number of clerks for each polling place shall be determined and appointed in 
accordance with the Denton County Contract. 

On election day, the polls shall be open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

SECTION V: A voting system or systems meeting the standards and requirements of 
the Texas Election Code, as amended, is hereby adopted and approved for early voting by 
personal appearance and by mail and for election day voting. 

Ballots shall be prepared in accordance with Texas Election Code, and permit electors to 
vote “FOR” or “AGAINST” the aforesaid measures which shall appear on the ballot substantially 
as follows: 

PROPOSITION A 

THE ISSUANCE OF $18,750,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS FOR 
STREET IMPROVEMENTS AND THE LEVY OF A TAX  IN PAYMENT 
THEREOF 

PROPOSITION B 

THE ISSUANCE OF $17,890,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS FOR PARK 
AND RECREATIONAL FACILITIES AND THE LEVY OF A TAX  IN PAYMENT 
THEREOF 

PROPOSITION C 

THE ISSUANCE OF $8,025,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS FOR 
RENOVATIONS AND IMPROVEMENTS TO EXISTING MUNICIPAL 
FACILITIES AND THE LEVY OF A TAX IN PAYMENT THEREOF 

SECTION VI: With respect to voters of the City residing in Collin County, the Central 
Counting Station for the tabulation and counting of ballots for this election shall be located at the 
Collin County Elections Administration, 2010 Redbud Boulevard, Suite 102, McKinney, Texas 
75069 and the Manager, Tabulation Supervisor, Presiding Judge and Alternate Presiding Judge 
at such Central Counting Station shall be determined, appointed and designated in accordance 
with the Collin County Contract.  The Manager and Presiding Judge of such Central Counting 
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Station may appoint clerks to serve at such Central Counting Station, as provided by Texas 
Election Code, Section 127.006, as amended. 

With respect to voters of the City residing in Denton County, the Central Counting 
Station for the tabulation and counting of ballots for this election shall be located at the Denton 
County Elections Administration, Administrative Complex – Elections Building, 701 Kimberly 
Drive, Suite A101, Denton, Texas 76208 and the Manager, Tabulation Supervisor, Presiding 
Judge and Alternate Presiding Judge at such Central Counting Station shall be determined, 
appointed and designated in accordance with the Denton County Contract. The Manager and 
Presiding Judge of such Central Counting Station may appoint clerks to serve at such Central 
Counting Station as provided by Texas Election Code, Section 127.006, as amended. 

SECTION VII: This election shall be held and conducted in accordance with the 
provisions of Texas Election Code and Texas Government Code, Chapter 1251, and to the 
extent required by law, all election materials and proceedings shall be printed in both English 
and Spanish. 

SECTION VIII: Notice shall be published on the same day in each of two successive 
weeks in a newspaper of general circulation in said City, the first of said publications to appear 
in said newspaper not more than thirty (30) days and not less than fourteen (14) full days prior 
to the day of the election.  Additionally, a substantial copy of this Resolution shall be posted (i) 
at three (3) public places within the City and at the City Hall not less than twenty-one (21) full 
days prior to the date on which said election is to be held, (ii) prominently on the City’s Internet 
website during the twenty-one (21) days prior to election day, and (iii) in a prominent location at 
each polling place on the day of the election and during early voting. 

SECTION IX: In accordance with Texas Election Code, Section 3.009(b), as amended, 
the aggregate amount of outstanding principal of the City's debt obligations secured by ad 
valorem taxes as of the beginning of the City's 2018/2019 fiscal year, totaled $377,085,000.00; 
the aggregate amount of outstanding interest on the City's debt obligations secured by ad 
valorem taxes as of the beginning of the City's 2018/2019 fiscal year totaled $129,623,424.93; 
and the ad valorem debt service tax rate for the City for the 2018/2019 fiscal year is $0.111 per 
$100 of taxable assessed valuation.  Based on the bond market conditions at the date of 
adoption of this Resolution, the maximum net effective interest rate for any series of the bonds 
is estimated to be 5.00%.  Such estimated maximum rate is provided as a matter of information 
and in accordance with the requirements of Texas law, but is not a limitation on the interest rate 
at which the bonds, or any series thereof, may be sold. 

SECTION X: This Resolution hereby incorporates the provisions of the Collin County 
Contract and the Denton County Contract, and to the extent of any conflict between this 
Resolution and the Collin County Contract and the Denton County Contract, the provisions of 
the Collin County Contract and the Denton County Contract, as applicable, shall control.   The 
Mayor, City Manager or City Secretary or other appropriate official, is hereby authorized to 
correct, modify or change the Exhibits to this Resolution based upon the final locations and 
times agreed upon by the Collin County Elections Administrator and the Denton County 
Elections Administrator, as applicable, and the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLANO, TEXAS, THAT; 

Section I. A General Election be and is hereby ordered to be held on Saturday, May 4, 2019, 

for the purpose of electing four (4) City Council Members to fill the following expiring terms on the Plano 

City Council:  Place No. 1 (District 1), Place No. 3 (District 3), Place No. 5 and Place No. 7, each such term 

being for a period of four (4) years. 

Section II. The filing deadline for candidates for Place No. 1 (District 1), Place No. 3 (District 3), 

Place No. 5 and Place No. 7 shall be 5:00 p.m. on February 15, 2019. 

Section III. The polling places, Collin County vote centers, and the county election precincts 

whose qualified voters shall cast ballots at such locations in the City of Plano for the 2019 General Election 

will be designated by the Collin and Denton County Election Administrators’.  A full list of voting locations 

will be provided in a subsequent Election Notice.  

Polling places on May 4, 2019 shall be open from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. 

Section IV. Votes for said election shall be cast by Collin County voters utilizing touch-screen 

devices with Diebold's ACCUVOTE TS R7v.4.6.4 direct recording devices (DRE's) for early voting and Election 

Day and optical-scan ballots with Diebold's ACCUVOTE OS ROM v.2.0.12 for early voting by mail.  Votes for 

said election shall be cast by Denton County voters utilizing the Hart InterCivic eSlate/eScan Voting System 

(Version 6.2.1).

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An Ordinance of the City of Plano, Texas amending Section 12-102, Prohibited on 
certain streets on school days during certain hours, of Article V, Stopping, Standing 
and Parking, Chapter 12, Motor Vehicles and Traffic, of the Code of Ordinances of the 
City of Plano, Texas to extend the existing parking restriction on a certain section of 
Janet Way and to revise the effective times of the parking restriction, within the city 
limits of the City of Plano; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a 
severability clause, a savings clause, a publication clause, and an effective date. 
 
 WHEREAS, Janet Way is a 26-foot wide residential street abutting Meadows 
Elementary School of the Plano Independent School District on the north side and 
residences on the south side; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the proposed parking restriction will improve safety and traffic flow during 
the drop-off and pick-up hours for Meadows Elementary School by removing on-street 
parking along the westbound lane where a carpool line queues; and  
  
 WHEREAS, the Principal at Meadows Elementary School has reviewed and is in 
support of the proposed parking restrictions; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Transportation Engineering Division of the City of Plano proposes 
to amend certain sections of the Code of Ordinances to revised the limit and the effective 
times of the existing no parking, stopping, or standing zone along and upon the north side 
of Janet Way between Rigsbee Drive and Meadows Drive within the city limits of the City of 
Plano in order to provide for the safety of the general public within the area. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PLANO, TEXAS THAT: 
 
 Section    I. It shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a motor 
vehicle along a certain section of Janet Way described herein, except when necessary to 
avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with law or directions of a police officer. 
 
 Section II.  Section 12-102(c), Prohibited on certain streets on school days during 
certain hours, of Article V, Stopping, Standing and Parking, Chapter 12, Motor Vehicles and 
Traffic, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Plano, Texas, is hereby amended by the deletion 
of the following subsection: 
 
“Janet Way, along and upon the north side of Janet Way from the alley west of Janet Court 
westward to a point two hundred (200) feet east of Rigsbee Drive.” 
 
 Section III.  Section 12-102(e), Prohibited on certain streets on school days during 
certain hours, of Article V, Stopping, Standing and Parking, Chapter 12, Motor Vehicles and 
Traffic, of the City of Plano Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by adding the following 
subsection: 
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Zoning Case 2018-026

A. The backyard cottage must be located behind the main dwelling unit in 
accordance with Sec. 13.500.2.P.

main dwelling unit, including consistent architectural design elements, building 
materials, and colors. 

 
C. Temporary buildings must not be used as a backyard cottage.

permanent foundation set on the ground.

A. The property owner must occupy either the main dwelling unit or the backyard 
cottage as a permanent residence, and must at no time receive rent for the 
owner-occupied unit.  Prior to issuance of a building permit, the property owner 
must provide a signed and notarized affidavit affirming occupancy of either the 
main dwelling unit or the backyard cottage. 

 
B. The building-permit applicant must provide to the city a covenant suitable for 

recording with the county, providing notice to prospective owners of the subject 
lot that the existence of the backyard cottage is predicated upon the occupancy 
of either the accessory dwelling or the main dwelling unit by an owner of the 
property for as long as the City of Plano requires such occupancy to comply with 
the City’s Code of Ordinances.  The covenant must restrict the backyard cottage 
from being sold separately from the main dwelling unit.  The covenant must 
require owners of the property to notify a prospective buyer of the limitations of 
this section.  The covenant must also require all owners to remove the backyard 
cottage and restore the site to a single-family dwelling in the event that any 
condition of the covenant is violated.  After city review and approval of the 
covenant, the applicant must record it.  Proof of recording is required prior to 
issuance of a building permit. 

 
.5 Site Access 
 

A. Driveway access and off-street parking in the front yard is allowed only where 
this design is consistent with the prevailing access and parking design for single-
family residence detached dwelling units in the same subdivision block. 

 
B. Driveway curb cuts (excluding alleys) may not be wider than 24 feet in width. 
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C. Where driveway access and off-street parking can be accommodated in the front 
yard, front yard driveway access must be shared with the main dwelling unit and 
may not be comprised of multiple detached driveways. 

 
.6 Parking 
 

A. Off-street parking must comply with the requirements of Article 16 (Parking and 
Loading). 

 
B. Required off-street parking for Backyard Cottages must not be achieved by 

tandem parking. 
 

Section VI.  Amend Section 16.700 (Off-Street Parking Schedule) of Article 16 
(Parking and Loading) of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance No. 2015-5-2, as the 
same has been heretofore amended, is hereby further amended, such additional 
parking requirement to read as follows: 

 
Parking Space Schedule for Residential Uses 
 

Zoning Districts or Uses Minimum Required Off-Street Parking or Spaces for 
Residential Uses 

Backyard Cottage 1 space for each dwelling unit 
 

Section VII.  All provisions of the ordinances of the City of Plano in conflict with 
the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, and all other provisions of the 
Ordinances of the City of Plano, not in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance, 
shall remain in full force and effect. 

 
 Section VIII.  The repeal of any ordinance or part of ordinances effectuated by 
the enactment of this Ordinance shall not be construed as abandoning any action now 
pending under or by virtue of such ordinance or as discontinuing, abating, modifying or 
altering any penalty accruing or to accrue, or as affecting any rights of the municipality 
under any section or provisions of any ordinance at the time of passage of this 
Ordinance. 
 
 Section IX.  Any violation of the provisions or terms of this ordinance by any 
person, firm or corporation shall be a misdemeanor offense and shall be subject to a 
fine in accordance with Section 1-4(a) of the City Code of Ordinances for each offense.  
Every day a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense. 
 
 Section X.  It is the intention of the City Council that this Ordinance, and every 
provision hereof, shall be considered severable and the invalidity or partial invalidity of 
any section, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity of any 
other portion of this Ordinance. 
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
